 The old Goat is first generation GTO’s (‘64-’74) and the new game is Auto-Cross Racing.  It can also be 
interpreted to mean Baby Boomer competing in a new type of racing not generally associated with our 
generation.  It’s against the clock but it’s not straight line racing-they take the normal ¼ mile-like straight 
line course (sometimes can be ½ mile) and snake it around in a series of left & right turns of varying 
degrees with just a teeny bit of straightaway.                                                                                                                 
This is where the new generation GTO’s really shine.  Their power and handling by far out perform our 
’64-’74 GTO’s, usually by 4-6 seconds.  So much so that at GTOAA Nationals, they’re separate classes.  
But-that don’t mean it ain’t fun!  Let me give you an account of Auto-Crossing our ’65 GTO at the ’07 
GTOAA Nationals.  I love to drag race but this was something I’d never done and I wanted to try it once (I 
will do it again by the way).  It was an absolute blast!  I recommend you try it this year in Dayton or next 
year at the Nationals.                                                                                                                                       
You have to wear a helmet and unload your trunk.  The car does go through Tech, but just normal safety 
checks.                                                                                                                                                         
Before the event, as entrants first gather, there is a briefing, by a SCCA Rep (Sports Car Club of America).  
In the past there has been an actual walk through of the course that is marked by cones.  During the 
walk through some how-to tecniques are offered at appropriate spots.  You usually have a chance to 
make a dry run through the course before the times competition begins.  The timed competition will be 6
-8 timed runs depending on the number of entrants.  You will find that with each “run” your time will 
usually improve as you learn and “establish your groove”.  By the way, there is a penalty for any cone 
knocked over.                                                                                                                                                   
Now, it’s finally time to attack the course!                                                                                                      
Being an event exclusively for GTOAA the field was made up of approximately 15 new generation GTO’s 
and 3 of the older GTO’s.  There was our ’65, a ’66 modified GTO and a ’68 hardtop.                                                                                                                          
Helmet on and engine warmed up ( cause you’re really gonna flog it), I pulled to the start line, keeping in 
mind not to burn precious “time” with excessive wheel spin.  “This is going to be so cool” ran through my 
mind as I waited for the flag man to drop it.  My mind was racing with the issue of the course layout and 
my strategy as I tried hard to control my excited foot shake that was putting my run in jeopardy of being a 
joke.  Before that happened the flag dropped and I forgot all my mental rehearsal and lost 500 miles 
worth of rubber on the back hides.  But after about the 4th curve which was a hairpin that’s not sup-
posed to result in exiting almost broadside, I finally settled into things and started to actually “drive” the 
course.  As I drove around to receive my time slip, I realized I had never left 1st gear, but my RPM only 
came close to redline during the last 150-200 straightaway.                                                                                                     
That run was the most exhilarating driving time I had had in a long time and had only lasted around 26 
or 27 seconds if I recall correctly.  The 2nd timed run was much more organized as I drove the course 
and tried to analyze technique of approaching and exiting each curve and resulted in a better time.  My 
worst time was the 3rd run in which I tried to shift to 2nd gear but that didn’t work as the distance be-
tween curves is too short and you lose torque.                                                                                                        
From the 4th-7th run my times got noticeably better and I think it was the 5th time through the course I 
did a prefect corner that popped the 6.5 litre emblem off the driver side fender.                                           
I set out for a bit to cool the engine, and though a miscommunication by track folks, I didn’t get my 8th 
run for timed competition, but I wasn’t upset because I was just in it for fun.                                               
However, my trackside cheerleader, Robin was dying to experience it, so the track folks let me run 2 
timed runs with Robin as passenger.  But these 2 runs wouldn’t be counted for competition.                    
Helmets on-we staged and as the flag dropped we “drove” the course and the 8th timed run was actually 
my fastest at around 23 seconds.  I’m sure it’s because my cheerleader was right there on each curve

I’ll advise you, that you do get into the gas pedal hard and there is some braking into some curves.  I 
found it best to come into some of the curves high and it’s best to power out of most of the curves.  I ran 
the course with normal tire pressure and tire roll did chew up the tread just a bit.  Maybe try just a bit 
more air in the tires? but not much.  It was an amazing time and Robin fully understood why on run #7 
and #8.  Live Out Loud-Auto Cross It!
